We are to be open to reason.

Comment

“Being open to reason” is another way of saying “being logical and being teachable.” We must,
however, to be cautious of and reject assertions, prophecies, and teachings, that are logical and
reasonable according to the world’s standards but not by God’s. Hence biblical knowledge and
spiritual discernment must always accompany logic in determining what is reasonable.
