
FA6. Praying that God’s Name Be Kept Holy. 

 

We are to pray that God’s name be kept holy.

Comment 

 

This Mitzvah #FA6 is part of is sometimes referred to as “The Lord’s Prayer.”  When 1 Peter 

1:16 reminds us to keep ourselves holy it is because we have the capacity and sometimes the 

inclination not to do so.  When we pray “The Lord’s Prayer” that God’s name be kept holy, we 

are not suggesting that God might (or even can) depart from holiness; rather, we are praying that 

God keep US from bringing discredit to his name and thereby cause his holiness to be questioned 

by those who do not know him.
